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The Family, Infant and Preschool Program (FIPP) is a regional early childhood development and family support program serving pregnant mothers and children birth through age eight and their families. FIPP was the first early intervention program in the United States supported by State funding. FIPP works in partnership with families using a family-centered model, based on respect for families’ beliefs and values, as well as their cultural and ethnic background. We take pride in our long and successful history of innovative and effective program development, research, training, and dissemination. FIPP provides support for children and their families in Alexander, Burke, Caldwell, Catawba, and McDowell counties. 

FIPP has particular expertise in supporting children with developmental disabilities, identified delays, learning disabilities, and parents who are interested in early learning experiences for their children. FIPP provides services for parents who are interested in early learning experiences for their children and group opportunities for families with young children. FIPP also promotes participation of families in other interest-based group settings within their communities.  FIPP services are provided in families’ homes, community-based family resource centers, child care settings, local libraries, parks, recreation centers, churches, community centers, and other locations convenient to families and their children. FIPP also operates Family Resource Centers in western North Carolina. FIPP has over thirty years of practice, research, and training in supporting families of young children with particular expertise in supporting families of young children with disabilities, identified delays, and learning disabilities. FIPP is currently staffed by over 40 professionals with degrees and licensure in nursing, psychology, occupational therapy, physical therapy, speech-language pathology, social work, special education, early childhood, and human services.
